Prop 65: California Proposition 65 requires the states’ OEHHA to annually publish a list of chemicals known to the state to cause cancer or
reproductive toxicity. Melissa will present the newest information on what chemicals are being added, what has been happening on the judicial level
and enforcement activities.

Melissa Jones provides counsel in complex commercial litigation and consumer product litigation. She assists clients from a broad range of
industries in matters involving business disputes, unfair competition, internal investigations, criminal enforcement proceedings, as well as environmental,
fraud, breach of contract, and accounting malpractice matters.

California Green Chemistry Commission: The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) has released the “Safer Consumer Product
Alternatives” regulation, which will implement California’s new green chemistry program. The commission will be charged with identifying chemicals of
concern, study them, and regulate certain products that contain these chemicals. According to AB1879, the DTSC can require labels, reformulation of
products, producer take back programs, outright bans of products and much more.
